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The article discusses the legal nature of a judicial act establishing the grounds for holding
subsidiary liability in bankruptcy cases in terms of such properties of a judicial act as general
binding and prejudice. Parallels are drawn between this definition and the concept of interim
court decisions. Taking into account the specifics of isolated disputes in bankruptcy cases, specific
examples are considered of considering the issue of establishing the grounds for bringing to
subsidiary liability and determining its size by different judicial acts.
