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In this article the author researches the problem of realization of adversarial principle in bankruptcy

proceedings. An attempt is made to analyze bankruptcy proceedings for the presence of a dispute itself.
The author concludes that there is no form of action in bankruptcy proceedings, so it is difficult to honor
doctrine of arbitration proceeding in bankruptcy cases. The relationship between the principle of adversarial
and presumptions established by law is examined regarding to separate disputes in bankruptcy cases.
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
