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The article is concerned with the principles of the judiciary in the Russian Empire constitutional drafts.

Among them: project of the State Charter of the Russian Empire by N.N. Novosiltsev and PA. Vyazem-
sky; draft by of the head of the Southern Decembrists' Society P.I. Pestel, called "Russian Truth". These
constitutional drafts did not receive official legitimation, but has a great significance for constitutional law
and historic development of Russian constitutionalism. The principles are also separated: presumption of
innocence, judicial proceeding by a judge equal to the convicted by social standing, equal protection of the
law and court, etc.
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
