The Meaning of the Will of the Parties in the Determination of a Court of Competent Jurisdiction in
a Civil Procedure

The article analyzes the role and place of the will of the parties in determining the competent court
or other authorized to consider a civil dispute subject (arbitration court, mediator, etc.). The structure of
the content of the civil procedural legal relationship arising in the application of the Institute of territorial
jurisdiction is revealed. It is noted that the basis for the change of the competent court can only be the active
behavior of interested persons (including the court), while their inaction contributes to the application of the
General provisions of the law.
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
