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The article discusses the procedural status of participants in corporate disputes considered by arbitra-
tion courts and courts of general jurisdiction in the context of the right to receive information about such a
dispute. The author identifies three procedural obligations that correspond to such a right: the obligation to
make pre-trial notices, the obligation to disclose information by a court, the obligation to disclose informa-
tion by a corporation, and the right of an interested person to independently receive information about a
corporate judicial dispute. In the latter case, the author comes to the conclusion that there is a gap in the legal
regulation, since the law gives only the corporation such a right, although by analogy, other participants in a
corporate dispute could be given this right.
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
