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The article deals with certain problems related to the institution of third parties in civil and arbitration
proceedings. The legislator, distinguishing between third parties claiming independent claims regarding the subject
of the dispute, and third parties not claiming independent claims regarding the subject of the dispute, according to
its legal status, does not legally disclose the meaning of the terms used. The author cites some points of view of legal
scholars on this issue. Examples from judicial practice are analyzed. It focuses on the fact that so far there have been
cases of incorrect determination of the status of participants in civil and arbitration proceedings.
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
