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The article explores the question of legal proceedings tasks in arbitration courts and adequacy of the
corresponding statutory wording. Attention is directed to the fact that definition of the tasks outlined in
the Arbitration Procedural Code of the Russian Federation, on one hand, fail to articulate actual tasks of
the arbitration courts, on the other hand, do not represent tasks that are actually set by the legislator, and
which would be appropriate to include to the introductory articles of the Code.
