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The article attempts to study general procedural rules at the elementary level of the system of civil
procedural law. In addition to the general norms of increased abstractness (principles, definitive norms and
declarative norms) the system of civil procedural law contains general paired norms which, together with
special norms, make up the primary community of the branch system — a set of procedural norms. Within
the frames of procedural complexes, the general norm performs integrative, limiting and determining
functions. However, the functional relationships of general and special procedural rules, that make up
a single complex, may have differences. Coordination is common for the connection between general
and complementary special norms (norm-supplements, specifying norms). This kind of connection
does not require a special form of general procedural norm because it is ensured by the connection of
structural elements of the general and special norm (the disposition of general norm, expressed in the
procedural action, is the legal fact of the special norm-supplement). Subordination is common for the
connection between a general and an exclusive procedural norm (norm-exemption, norm-alternative).
Such connection can be expressed by the special form of the general rule containing a reference or a
clause. Subordination can also be established without reference and clause but through the connection
of the structural elements of general and special norms. Due to the need for detailed regulation of
procedural relations, the complexes of norms of civil procedural law consist of a general norm combining
several special norms which at the same time are connected with a general norm by different functional
connections (coordination, subordination).
