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This article analyzes the features of the consideration of class actions in the countries of the Romano-
Germanic family. One of the important features of the continental legal family is the codification of legal
norms in the form of a high level of generalization, systematization of legal acts and individual norms.
Despite the widespread use of class actions in the United States and Great Britain, they began to be
used relatively recently in the countries of the continental legal family. The article reveals the features of
consideration of class claims of the countries of the Romano-Germanic legal family: Sweden, Germany,
France, the Netherlands. The author also systematizes the features of the elements of the construction of
the protection of rights, the legitimate interest of the claim group in the continental family. The article
notes the disadvantages and advantages of protecting the group rights of each of the analyzed countries.
It should be assumed that the positive experience of applying class actions of France, Germany, the
Netherlands and Sweden can be used in Russia.
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
