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Despite the widespread consolidation of the principle of justice in normative acts, its law enforcement
significance continues to be debatable, while the analysis of judicial practice shows that courts often use
the noted moral and ethical principle as a basis for resolving conflicts of substantive, procedural interests,
including in cases where such conflicts are based on conflicting principles of law. It is significant that the
free operation of the category of justice is peculiar to the verification instances, while for the first and initial
verification instances the content of the principle of justice and its application to the settlement of disputes
continues to be obscure. In order to solve this problem, the article attempts to determine the content of justice
and derive a formula for its practical use.
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
