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Digitalization as a phenomenon of our time affects the understanding of the essence of modern legal relations.
This circumstance is a prerequisite for discussing the boundaries of the relationship between the legal and technical side
in regulating certain aspects of the implementation of civil proceedings, the prospect of the introduction of the concept
of digital procedural rights in scientific terms. At the same time, it is impossible to solve these issues in the conditions of
digitalization without turning to the relationship of this concept with the principles of civil procedural law. In this regard,
the author identifies modern trends in the understanding of principles in the doctrine of civil procedure law. Based on
critical analysis, the author comes to conclusions about the main problematic issues that the modern science of civil
procedure law faces when studying the interaction of digitalization and the principles of civil procedure law.
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
