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Subordination of claims of affiliated persons in bankruptcy proceedings is a problem that has not yet been resolved in the

legislation. Attempts to solve it are made in law enforcement practice, but some ambiguities, inaccuracies and errors are inevitably
traced. The practice of applying the subordination of claims of affiliated persons in bankruptcy procedures of legal entities has been
relatively stable, which cannot be said about the practice of using this institution in bankruptcy procedures of citizens. In this study,
the authors analyzed a number of legal positions of arbitration courts, which are of fundamental importance for combating an
artificial increase in accounts payable in bankruptcy procedures of citizens and, on its basis, made conclusions about the possibility
of applying the subordination of claims of affiliated persons in bankruptcy procedures of citizens, investigated the grounds for its
application. The difficulties encountered by the law enforcement officer have been identified.
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
