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Termination of Proceedings in a Legal Entity Insolvency (Bankruptcy) Case

This article covers the implementation of a court ruling on the inclusion of a creditor’s claim in the register of creditors’ claims in

an insolvency (bankruptcy) case in a situation where, firstly, the creditor’s claim was not confirmed by a judicial act issued in a general
procedural order, and secondly, insolvency (bankruptcy) proceedings are terminated on the grounds set out in the Bankruptcy Law.
In essence, a separate dispute initiated in the framework of a bankruptcy case to verify the validity of a creditor’s claim does not differ
from a debt collection dispute considered in a general court procedure. It is concluded that in such a case there is a gap in the legal
regulation of the execution of the creditor’s claim, which was included by the court in the register of creditors’ claims.
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
