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The article analyzes modern approaches to the optimization of civil proceedings. The article considers organizational,
organizational-legal and procedural-legal means of rational organization of justice, which have a direct or indirect impact on the
achievement of the goals of procedural-legal regulation. The author proceeds from the methodological premise that the procedural-
legal means of procedural economy are a component of the system of procedural-legal means. In turn, the author understands the
procedural and legal means as a set of normative structures, procedural actions and procedural acts, in which such a model of behavior
of subjects of civil procedural legal relations is established, implemented and objectified, which most contributes to the achievement
of the goals of civil legal proceedings.

The author argues that the civil procedure is a system aimed at achieving socio-cultural and subject-oriented goals. The means
of procedural economy should be applied based on the way in which both socio-cultural and subject-oriented goals are interpreted.
The purpose of the means of procedural economy is that they provide the most optimal options for the protection of the right at a
certain stage of the development of justice.
