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The article discusses some procedural aspects and gaps in the consideration of an application for opening a procedure for
the distribution of a liquidated legal entity. The study of judicial practice, which has developed since the introduction of paragraph 5
of Article 64.2 into the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, showed that this legal opportunity is in demand by business entities in
connection with the termination of a legal entity through voluntary liquidation, bankruptcy, as well as as a result of the exclusion of
an invalid, but actually possessing certain property. legal entity from the Unified State Register of Legal Entities. The author notes
that the consideration of an application for the introduction of the procedure for the distribution of a legal entity does not have special
legislative regulation, cannot be attributed to one of the forms of arbitration proceedings provided for by the current legislation, the
accumulated empirical material requires theoretical study from the standpoint of traditional issues of the civil law process, such as
legal status persons participating in the consideration of disputes, competition of claims, the unity of the procedural form.
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
