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The article examines and compares the concepts of “jurisdiction”, “jurisdiction”, “competence” in the light of changes in
legislation by Federal Law No. 451-FZ dated November 28, 2018, analyzes the reasons for replacing the concepts of “jurisdiction”,
“jurisdiction” with the term “competence”, Procedural conse-quences of non-compliance with the competences of courts of general
jurisdiction and arbitration courts and possible procedural violations in case of incorrect reading of the law by the courts, citing an
example from judicial practice.
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
