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The subject of consideration in this article are issues of procedural behavior. The article, based on
judicial practice, reveals the types of procedural behavior of the court and the persons involved in the case.
At the same time, the article emphasizes that procedural behavior is addressed not only to the persons
involved in the case, but also to the court. The external and internal factors influencing the procedural
behavior of subjects of civil procedure are revealed. In particular, procedural behavior may go beyond the
scope of proper or improper behavior, since it is associated with psychology, logic, religion. The author
suggests that the initial elements of procedural behavior is ‘need’. Procedural behavior consists of three
components — need, interest and motive.
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
