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Ensuring of the Balance of Rights of Creditors in the Application

of Clause 6 of Article 138 of the Law On Insolvency (Bankruptcy) by Courts
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The article analyzes the current practice of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation on the application of clause 6 of Article 138
of the Bankruptcy Law. The author comes to the conclusion that the rights of the pledged creditor in bankruptcy cases were
significantly limited by the emerging judicial practice on the priority repayment of current taxes by selling the subject of the pledge.
It was also suggested that this approach is fair to apply only in cases where the court establishes bad faith behavior of the pledged
creditor.
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
