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The article analyzes a number of amendments to the Federal Law dated 02.10.2007 No. 229-FZ “On Enforcement Proceedings” related to
the implementation of information technologies in the activity of compulsory execution of acts of jurisdictional bodies. The article criticizes the
provision on the possibility of the Federal Bailiff Service of Russia to issue decisions that are acts of law enforcement, without the participation
of officials of the Service. In modern conditions, such a change will be the first time that power has been transferred to a computer program.
The author analyzes the introduced normative regulation from the standpoint of its compliance with the current legislation and the idea of
belonging to state power. A number of examples are given that may complicate the application of new norms, illustrating inconsistencies with
current legislation. It is concluded that it is premature to endow a computer program with law enforcement powers, since such an idea has
not yet received proper theoretical understanding and has not been implemented in the basic branches of law in Russia. At the same time, the
prospects for the digitalization of enforcement proceedings have not been exhausted. Further computerization can be perceived positively by the
legal community in areas that do not affect law enforcement powers, for example, when conducting an executive search, developing electronic
document management, transferring some executive actions to electronic format.
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
