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The article is devoted to the study of procedural economy in pre-revolutionary civil procedure. The author
analyzes the state of pre-revolutionary civil legislation and the judicial system, and theoretical studies of pre-
revolutionary scientists in the field of civil procedure, resulting in the following conclusions: the unsatisfactory state
of legislation and the judicial system not only entailed the need for their reform, but also served as the beginning
of a scientific discussion about procedural economy; procedural economy in the theory of pre-revolutionary civil
procedure was considered as the basis for its construction and legislative formalization.
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
