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Judicial reform in Russia, which began in 2014, is designed to initially solve one of the main tasks of the
modern doctrine of civil procedural law — to determine the structure of this branch of law. However, the adoption
of the CAS RF and the refusal to develop a unified civil procedural code led to a gradual revision of civil codes
in order to unify the main institutions (jurisdiction, institution of representation, filing a statement of claim, etc.).
At the same time, the legislator ignored the improvement of legislation on the participation of minors in arbitration
proceedings. The consolidation of the rules on the bankruptcy of an individual in the structure of the APC of the
Russian Federation since 2015 has actually led to the active involvement of minors in this category of cases.
However, the Arbitration Procedure Code of the Russian Federation does not actually contain provisions aimed at
regulating the peculiarities of the procedural status of minors. In connection with this circumstance, controversial
in theory and especially in judicial practice is the issue of the peculiarities of the participation of the prosecutor’s
office, guardianship and guardianship in order to protect the rights of minors in arbitration proceedings. The author,
on the basis of an analysis of the latest trends in science and arbitration practice, formulates conclusions on the
further improvement of legislation on the participation of minors in arbitration proceedings.
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
