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In this article, the author examines the legal consequences of the decisions taken in March 2022 as a result
of the aggravation of the geopolitical situation and aimed at terminating the membership of the Russian Federation
in the Council of Europe. The issues of the possible impact of these decisions on the participation of the Russian
Federation in the European Convention on Human Rights, including the recognition of the jurisdiction of the
European Court of Human Rights, are assessed. The issues related to the validity and legitimacy of the adoption on
March 22, 2022 by the European Court of Human Rights of the resolution ‘On the consequences of the termination of
membership in the Russian Federation in the Council of Europe in the light of Article 58 of the European Convention
on Human Rights’ are analyzed. An attempt is made to assess the possible impact of this resolution on the national
system of sources (forms) of civil procedural law, its functioning, structure and development.
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
