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This article examines the issue of ensuring and enabling the full realization of children’s access to justice from
the perspective of international legal regulation. The Convention on the Rights of the Child recognizes not only the
material rights of children, but also the procedural rights. However, it lacks specifics and any exact wording, which
refers to the implementation of one of the procedural rights — the right to judicial protection, in particular regarding
the effective mechanisms of protection of the rights and interests of minors. In this regard, the article reveals the
procedural concept of children’s access to justice, the barriers that affect the effectiveness of protection, and also
considers the issue of international regulation of this sphere. Access to justice implies the expansion of children’s
legal rights and access to child-friendly justice mechanisms and remedies. So far, access to justice, with a special
focus on children, has not been thoroughly considered, conceptualized and contextualized in academic research and
articles. This article explores the meaning of access to justice for children as a subjective right and, more generally,
as a procedural concept, and considers a way to develop a more specific vector for the development of research in
this area and implementation.
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
