Procedural Costs and Saving in Case of Anti-Claim Injunctive

The article is devoted to the issue of the necessity to take into account the factors of procedural costs and
economy when commercial courts grant anti-suit interim measures. Basing on the analysis of relevant judicial
practice for 2021, the author considers the problem of the uncertainty of the restrictive measures’ criterion, which
is necessary for granting anti-suit interim measures nowadays. In the conclusion, the author believes, if we take
into account factors of procedural costs and economy in this field, it will play a significant role in development of
the criterion and make the balanced and fair approach regarding anti-suit interim measures in the future, including
in disputes, which are not related to sanctions.
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
