The Reform of Competencies of Jurisdictional Authorities in Corporate Disputes

The article deals with the issues of the reform of the competencies of civil jurisdiction bodies for the resolution
of corporate disputes. The author divides corporate disputes and cases arising from corporate legal relations. This
allows us to conclude that some of the requirements arising from corporate legal relations can be considered in
civil proceedings in the order of writ proceedings. The issue of applying the rules of exclusive territorial jurisdiction
in corporate disputes is also being investigated.
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
