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The article is devoted to the comparative legal analysis of restrictions and prohibitions applied to public civil servants, military
personnel and law enforcement officers. The author considers the general and special requirements for public servants depending
on the type of public service. Gaps in the legislative regulation of public-service relations are identified and the need to amend the
relevant regulations is justified. These changes should be aimed, on the one hand, at the unification of restrictions and prohibitions
applicable to public servants, and on the other hand, - accurately and in detail reflect the specifics of a particular type of public
service.
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
