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Public relations are justified, due to the formation of property of state corporations and public law companies, based on the
power, hierarchical subordination of their participants. The features of the public law status of state corporations established as a
result of the transformation of executive bodies are emphasized, with the vesting of their powers with the abolished bodies created
for the purpose of investing socially significant projects and improving public administration.

The dominance of public influence is reflected in the formation of sources of property of state corporations and public law
companies, based on which the property contribution made by executive authorities at the stage of their establishment, and
replenished at subsequent stages of their activities, as well as other methods of direct state support, especially in the form of budget
subsidies and loans.

The property contribution and other public sources of the formation of the property of the Civil Code and PPK are transferred
to corporate property and form its basis. Public law regulation of corporate property relations is based on the dominant role of the
federal government, which is authorized at its discretion to remove part of the property of the PPK from corporate property and
transfer it to federal property.
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
