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The article presented examines the importance of the concept of “good governance” for Finnish administrative law and
its fundamental management principles from the point of view of its application in the field of nature protection and nature
management: in particular, the principle of “transparency” and “participation”. As part of national legislation, the concept
influences various legal areas and determines how Finnish civil society participates in maintaining a high level of economic,
environmental, and social well-being in the country.
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
