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The work analyses the changes proposed by the Government of the Russian Federation to the anti-corruption legislation. First
of all, it is proposed to define the concept of organizations established to carry out the tasks facing State and municipal bodies.
The author notes that the proposed changes will significantly expand the scope of persons subject to restrictions, prohibitions and
obligations established to combat corruption.

The article considers the rules proposed by the Government of the Russian Federation for the receipt of so-called “official”
gifts. The author analyses the practical consequences of the implementation of these norms in case of adoption of the relevant bill
by the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation.
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
