The Consolidation of the Multiplicity of Administrative Offenses
in Laws of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus

The article considers the concept and forms of multiplicity of administrative offenses, the features of their reflection in
the legislation on administrative offenses of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus, a comparative analysis of the
consolidation of the multiplicity of administrative offenses in the legislation of these countries. In connection with the close
interaction between Russia and the Republic of Belarus, it is noted that the similarity of their legal institutions is important for
improving the effectiveness of interaction in various public spheres: economic, political, and social. Attention is drawn to a clearer
conceptual consolidation of the multiplicity of administrative offenses in the Code of administrative offenses of the Republic of
Belarus than in the administrative Code of the Russian Federation.
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
