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This article is devoted to the issues of determining the boundaries of discretionary powers of public authorities, the limitation
of the scope of which is now an urgent problem not only in the doctrine of administrative law, but also in the practice of authorities
and officials. According to the results of the research: several approaches to the concept of discretion are defined, and a proper
concept of discretionary authority is given; it is established that the regulatory basis for discretion is legal uncertainty regarding
the conditions, content and consequences of the exercise of the powers of public authorities and officials; legal boundaries are
identified that allow for the effective and legitimate use of discretion.
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
