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The article takes a brief excursion into the scientific topics of administrative and legal issues, deeply researched by LL.D,
Professor Alexander Borisovich Zelentsov. These include the development of administrative and administrative procedural law,
the interaction of public administration and administrative justice, and the relationship between administrative proceedings
and judicial administrative law. The new views of the scientist on the trends in limiting the subject of administrative law
are considered, as well as his merits in putting forward ideas, setting tasks and setting priorities for the modernization of
many elements of the system of administrative legal regulation are noted. The article analyzes the theoretical validity and
practical usefulness of many of A.B. Zelentsov’s opinions concerning the improvement of the system and structure of judicial
administrative law.
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
