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The article identifies the place and role of the science of administrative law in modern legal science, reveals its influence on
the processes taking place in society. It is noted that, despite the fact that in recent years a dynamic approach to administrative
law has been outlined, science is gradually coming to the fore, there is still a fairly significant gap between the theory of state
and law, constitutional law, and other branches of law from the science of administrative law. According to the author, for the
science of administrative law, it is extremely important to develop such institutions as the competence of public authorities, the
typology of procedures for relations between bodies among themselves, with business structures and civil society institutions, a new
classification of managerial actions for the implementation of laws and other decisions (legal, organizational, material, financial,
socio-psychological), requires updating the idea of managerial relations, where electronic communication opens up space for
openness, transparency and operational agreements.
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
