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The article deals with the issues of goal-setting of enforcement proceedings, novelties of legislation on it, means and methods
of ensuring human rights in enforcement proceedings with the use of administrative procedural means. The author characterizes
the change in the administrative-legal status of the bailiff-executor of the enforcement body, which was a prerequisite for new
opportunities for the use of administrative-procedural forms and means of influencing the debtor in the course of enforcement
proceedings, which, of course, on the one hand, is due to new administrative-jurisdictional powers that ensure its effectiveness, at
the same time, on the other, stimulates a more responsible approach to the performance of duties, ensuring guarantees of respect for
human and civil rights in the process under consideration. In addition, the author comes to the conclusion that the new model of
enforcement proceedings is a stage on the way to ensuring real protection of human rights, since its administrative and procedural
role in ensuring human well-being as a category of goal-setting is enormous, since it affects all aspects of society: social, cultural,
affects the economy of the country as a whole and the welfare of a single citizen or a claimant organization.
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
