The Regulatory Guillotine, the Improvement of the System of Mandatory Requirements
as Areas of Reformation of Control and Supervisory Activities in Russia

The article provides an organizational and legal analysis of one of the most important areas of reforming control and supervi-
sory activities in the Russian Federation — improving the system of mandatory requirements. Despite the fact that the sphere of
legal relations under consideration is one of the key areas of modernization of control and supervisory activities, it is replete with
problems of both administrative and legal and applied nature.

The failure to achieve the expected results in the development of the system of mandatory requirements led to the fact that the
state was forced to resort to the policy of “Regulatory Guillotine”, which in Russia has signs of radical, total cancellation of all
regulatory legal acts containing mandatory requirements, with the publication of new ones in a fairly short time.
