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The article analyzes the general problems that may arise when the courts are considering cases of challenging regulatory legal
acts of executive authorities that establish mandatory requirements. Based on the provisions of Federal Law No. 247-FZ of July 31,
2020 “On Mandatory Requirements in the Russian Federation”, which actually puts the executive authorities in an advantageous
position in relation to the judicial authorities, the author comes to the conclusion that the courts need to form new approaches to
the assessment of normative legal acts that establish mandatory requirements, on the one hand, ensuring their legality, on the other
hand, without violating the principle of the independence of the judiciary.
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
