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The article reviews provisions of administrative laws stipulating liability for violation of weapon circulation rules by citizens
resulting in weapon loss if such actions contain no criminal offense attributes. The author notes a considerable number of annually
ascertained facts of loss of registered civilian weapons. Lost civilian weapons entering illicit circulation are further used to commit
inter alia particularly grave crimes, which is proven by the law enforcement practice and facts of identification and withdrawal
from crime scenes of civilian weapons as well as firearms reworked from civilian weapons often with extinguished identification
numbers. Crimes committed with the use of weapons are characterized by the gravest consequences and a high degree of social
danger. Based on the performed study of statistical data, an analysis of regulatory acts and scientific publications in the sphere of
control over circulation of weapons as well as the judicial practice in administrative cases of federal general jurisdiction courts, the
author concludes that there is a need to stipulate administrative liability for negligent storage, bearing, carriage, transportation or
use of civilian weapons resulting in their loss.
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
