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The article examines the features of the creation and development of the railway infrastructure in Germany in the XIX —
early XX centuries. The author comes to the conclusion that the railways of the German states were not only a driver of economic
development, but also a factor of national unification. Active state participation in financing, technical modernization, legal regula-
tion, staffing of the railway sector made it possible to bypass Great Britain in the second half of the 19th century in the total length
of the railway network and turn German railways into the most valuable asset of the state.
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
