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The article is devoted to the analysis of a complex of problems associated with cases of psychological
violence against suspects, accused for the purpose of obtaining confessions from them. The paper highlights
the connection of this problem with the problems meet almost every application of bodies of inquiry, in-
vestigation courts, excessive stiffness of selected preventive measures, lack of rule of law by the prosecution
during the preliminary investigation and participation in the restoration of violated rights of the defendants
and low-level work of lawyers for the protection of violated rights of their clients. The author comes to the
conclusion that the greatest problem in the field of protection of the rights and freedoms of both the suspect
and the accused is the complexity of countering criminal prosecution, the procedural purpose of which is to
obtain an accusatory result.
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
