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In the article, the author considered the stages of the preliminary investigation of intentional
bankruptcy. The author describes in detail the most applicable investigative actions in the investigation
of these crimes, as well as details of their implementation. The most common investigative
actions, according to the author, are inspection of documents, premises and objects; seizure of
documents; search; control and recording of negotiations; receiving information on connections
between subscribers and (or) subscriber units; interrogation; confrontation; Appointment of forensic
examinations. Taking into account the regulatory and legal regulation on the implementation of these
investigative actions and the practical validity of their use, tactical techniques for the production of these
investigative actions are proposed in order to increase the detection of crimes in the field of intentional
bankruptcy.
