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The right of citizens, including convicted persons and persons in custody to legal assistance, is an integral legal institution
proclaimed by the Constitution of the Russian Federation, and its implementation should in no way be limited to deprivation of liberty
and detention. Moreover, in the process of detention and serving a sentence of imprisonment in correctional institutions, the need
for this right increases significantly. The object of the research is the norms of the penal enforcement law regulating the procedure
for providing legal assistance to suspects, accused and convicted persons. The analysis of the legal regulation of the institute for
the implementation of the right of suspects, accused and convicted persons to meet with lawyers or other persons entitled to legal
assistance shows that today, there is a lack of coordination of legal norms in this area. The process of organizing the procedure for
granting and conducting such visits has no legal regulation, which leads to different ways of its interpretation. The conclusions made in
the course of the study and the changes proposed in this article to the current penal enforcement legislation will allow us to eliminate
the existing gaps in the legal regulation of the procedure for conducting the visits of suspects, accused and convicted persons in
places of deprivation of liberty and detention.
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
