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In this article, the authors consider the issue of exercising the rights of persons participating in the verification of a crime report. In the
course of their work, the authors analyze the current legislation, the legal positions of the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation and
the law enforcement practice of courts of general jurisdiction. On the basis of this analysis, the authors highlight the problems that arise among
the persons participating in the verification of the crime report and their attorneys in the exercise of the right to file petitions and the right to
familiarize themselves with the materials of the verification. The authors conclude that it is necessary to change the current legislation in terms
of securing in the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation the above rights for participants in the verification of a crime report.
