IN THE CIS COUNTRIES: COMPARATIVE LAW ANALYSIS

Processes of globalization in the modern world has led to a situation where on the one
hand, most States, the law on «banking secrecy» is recognized as one of the fundamental
human rights. On the other, due to the strengthening of the fight against legalization of
proceeds obtained by illegal means all the more expands the range of persons who may be
disclosed to Bank secrecy and gradually simplifies the process of disclosure.
