POPOVA A.V., ABRAMOVA M.G. THE MODERN BANK: RELIGIOUS AND MORAL
ASPECTS OF ACTIVITIES AND BROADENING OF THE SPHERE OF RESPONSIBILITIES

The global financial and economic crisis of 20082011 has triggered changes to the
approach to the credit and banking sector. The popularity of different types of ethical banks
in the countries of modern Europe, which limit their activities to certain moral criteria,
proves the need to searching for new, ethical, including religious and moral approaches in
solving problems of developing the banking sector in Russia. The article analyses the religious
principles of money lending activities outlined in the Sacred texts (Manu Laws, the Talmud, the
Koran). Similarities and differences in Hindu, Buddhist, Jewish, Islamic models of crediting
are shown, the practice of creating kashrut, Islamic and Orthodox banking in foreign countries
and Russia is presented. The authors tackle the question of the use of religious and moral
restrictions in organizing national banking to expand the responsibility of the banking sector
in order to ensure collective rights.
