IN DETERMINATION OF JURISDICTION IN THE BANKING SECTOR

The Bill of Federal Law No. 383208-7 On the Amendment of the Civil Proce-
dure Code of the Russian Federation, the Arbitration Procedure Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, the Code of Administrative Proceedings of the Russian Federation
and Separate Legal Acts of the Russian Federation passed by the State Duma of
the Russian Federation in its first reading on June 13, 2018, suggests exclusion of
the contractual jurisdiction provisions from the Civil Procedure Code of the Rus-
sian Federation. This article analyzes the history of the development of laws on
contractual jurisdiction, prospects and possible problems of coming into force of
the named novelties for the banking sector, proposes some solutions of the follow-
ing problems: high workload of some courts with preservation of the contractual
jurisdiction provisions and preservation of the principle of selection of territorial
jurisdiction for banks and their contractors.
