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KORENNAYA A.A. AN OBJECT OF CRIME WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF IL-
LEGAL BANK ACTIVITIES (ARTICLE 172 OF THE CRIMINAL CODE OF THE
RUS-SIAN FEDERATION)

The article is devoted to the study of one of the most popular legal practice ar-
ticles of chapter 22 of the Criminal Code — illegal banking activities (Article 172).
The article deals with the problem of determining the object of the crime: an anal-
ysis of the major theoretical positions that have emerged in the science of
criminal law, the basic provisions of the special legislation on banks and banking
activities, marked signs of banking activity for the purposes of criminal law.
Based on the analysis developed by the author’s definition of the main direct
object of the crime, as well as identified additional object of the crime. The
question of the significance of a clear definition of the crime object for
qualification of actions under Art. 172 of the Criminal Code and the delimitation
of the crime related compounds, primarily on the composition of illegal business
activities.
