In March 2019 was adopted by the first Federal law in the Russian
Federation, which provided for the legal regulation in the digital
environment — the Federal law “About modification of parts the first,
second and article 1124 of the third Civil code of the Russian
Federation”, which established the framework provisions for the
digital rights, smart contracts, etc. and laid Foundation for further
improvement of the legislation in this area. This article analyzes the
novelties of legal regulation in the digital environment from the point
of view of banking legislation, some controversial issues of the use of
electronic documents.
