SOME PECULIARITIES OF BANKRUPTCY PROCEEDINGS
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The article is devoted to identifying some features and specifics of the winding-
up procedure in relation to credit institutions and challenging transactions
that were concluded by credit institutions in the period preceding bankruptcy.
The analysis of a number of rules of the Law “On Insolvency (Bankruptcy)”
with emphasis on its most important provisions in relation to the winding-up
procedure of credit institutions, the procedure for satisfying creditors’ claims
and the specifics of challenging transactions is carried out.
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
