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The article aims at legal evaluating of current approaches on regulation of the order of clients data
processing by banks. Moreover it analysis possible ways to upgrade legislation on personal data
processing and information classified as bank secrecy. The suggestions on legislation improving
stipulated in the article will enhance financial services quality, confidence in the financial system and
remote channels development as well. The article deals with the necessity to liberalize approaches to
obtain consents to customers data processing in remote channels, to unify ways of consent obtaining
thus providing the possibility to issue a single consent in order to acquire bank product, to specify cases
when personal data processing may be carried out without client’s consent delivering. At the same time
the article focuses on achieving the balance between simplicity and convenience of financial services
delivery to the customer, on the one side, and protection of his rights and legitimate interests as data
subject, on the other side.
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
