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The subject of the research is the current Russian legislation governing public procurement procedures in the
Russian Federation in the context of digitalization. The purpose of the article is to formulate practical recommendations
for overcoming socio-economic factors (corruption risks, lack of competence and professionalism of public
procurement participants, lack of competition, etc.) that have a negative impact on the effective functioning of
public procurement procedures in Russia based on the use of positive foreign experience in the considered sphere.

Conclusions were formulated on the need for a number of measures aimed at minimizing corruption risks and other
unfavorable socio-economic factors that impede the development of public procurement procedures in the context of
digitalization. In this connection, it is advisable to amend the current legislation to improve the unified information
system, to completely switch to the electronic format of public procurement, to develop an appropriate set of rules
for ethical behavior of public procurement participants, to consider the possibility of excluding the auction as an
ineffective method of public procurement.
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
